You can 

view the plan on the 

wall at kindergarten. It 

is planned that we will 

use this lovely nature 

area with our children.  

Trees have been 

cleared from the 

section. The next step 

is to spray the grass 

(several times) in 

preparation for 

mulching with bark 

chips.

Our Vegetable Garden 
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It was great for our tamariki to 

learn about and experience the 

planting and growing cycle of the 

pumpkins. The donated seeds 

from Zoeõs mum were planted 

into trays last September. We 

cared for them and in October we 

planted them into 

the soil in the back 

garden. They grew 

and grew over the 

summer months. 

Now it is Autumn 

and they are ready 

to eat. We saved 

some seeds to dry 

and use, so we can begin the cycle 

again.  Lucy took responsibility for 

feeding the peelings to our tiger 

worms, and while she was there 

she fertilized the lettuce seedlings 

with the worm wees. 

One of our practices has 

prompted a hasty review. We are 

an Enviroschool, yet we served 

soup in polystyrene cups with 

plastic spoons...NO WAY!! We 

will purchase durable mugs and 

spoons that will be  washed and 

reused. 

will give us a meaningful talking 

point. It is hoped that this will 

create conversations with 

children, teachers and families 

around how we can reduce waste 

at kindergarten and also in our 

homes.  

Facilitated by Haana Wilcox (our 

HB Regional Council 

Enviroschools Facilitator), we 

hope to visit the Landfill on Farm 

Road next term. It will be an 

opportunity for us all to see for 

ourselves the huge amount of 

waste created by our community.  

In conjunction with this bus trip 

we will conduct a waste audit of 

our kindergarten rubbish/waste 

with our children. This measure 

the environment and community. 

Learning for sustainability and 

empowering students are two of 

the Guiding Principles of the 

Enviroschools Kaupapa Ako. Each 

Autumn the children and teachers 

gather the leaves that fall from our 

beautiful trees. We bag these up 

and store them until December. 

During this time the recycled 

leaves break down and produce an 

amazing mulch which we spread 

over our vegetable and flower 

gardens before we leave for our 

long summer break.
